Hebrews 13:8 declares Jesus, “the 
same yesterday, and to day, and for ever”!  God’s law is eternal. He 
wrote the Ten Commandments with His own finger on two tables of 
stone which reveals its permanence.

Sin wars against the law of God. 

Read Romans 7:22-23.  

The only way to keep a spiritual law is that we must become 
spiritually connected to God by being converted to Jesus Christ 
abiding in Him and allowing Him to abide in our hearts and cleanse 
us from sin. Jesus gives us both the desire and the power to be 
obedient to His Law.  Philippians 2:13 “For it is God which worketh in
you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.”  The reason why 
many people do not keep the law of God is because they want to stay 
in sin.  Those who remain in sin are in bondage. In this wretched 
condition we cannot keep the law of God. The only hope of getting out
of the bondage of sin is by the power of Jesus Christ.

Jesus died for the sins of this world, so we can be free from the 
bondage of sin and through His power we can keep His law.   The 
Bible says in Revelation 14:12,  “Here is the patience of the saints: 
here are they that keep the commandments of God, and the faith of

would be total chaos.  A government would not be able to stand 
without just laws.  God has a government.   He rules over all.  In His 
government He has a law.  This law is known as the Ten 
Commandments.

The Ten Commandments define and 
summarize what “doing bad things” are so we can know if we are in 
sin.

The law of God is like a mirror.  
When you go to a mirror with mud on your face, the mirror reflects 
your dirty face, but it cannot clean your face. Like a mirror,  the law of
God reveals sin, but it cannot cleanse you from sin.  As a conversion 
tool, the law of God through the Holy Spirit, points you to Jesus who 
can cleanse you from ALL your sins.  In other words, the law cannot 
free you from the bondage of sin.  You can only be made free from sin 
or justified by faith in Jesus Christ.   Romans 3:24 “Being justified 
freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus,”
